Module 2 — The Science of HIV & the
Principles & Practices of Testing

Module 2 presents the current epidemiological
trends in HIV and an examination of the key
players in both cellular and molecular processes
of the immune response. It explores the
pathogenesis of HIV and describes the clinical
significance of CD4 cell count and HIV viral load
as clinical markers.

This module highlights the types of diagnostic
tests for HIV and other related conditions,
interpretation of results and implications for
diagnosis, treatment and continuing care of
patients with HIV. It further explores approaches
used in communicating results to patients.

Module 3— The Use of Antiretroviral Drugs

Module 4 provides an overview of the various

HIV medications currently available and approved
in Australia. It presents the goals of therapy and
post-exposure prophylaxis (PEP) and the
guidelines governing the use of antiretroviral
therapy.

It addresses the
development of and the clinical consequences of
resistance. It examines the risks and benefits
associated with treatment interruptions or
changing treatments. It provides an overview of
developing a clinical management plan
incorporating tertiary prevention strategies.

Module 6 — Clinical Management of HIV
Drug Toxicities & Infections

Module 6 provides a review of the HIV
pathogenesis, complex antiretroviral treatment
and patient related issues. It examines the
manifestations and the management of toxic
reactions to antiretroviral therapy and the risé an
benefits associated with salvage therapy. It
highlights the significance of continued regular
monitoring, early detection of manifestations of
toxicities and infection to make informed clinical
management decisions.

Module 7 — Managing the Complex Needs

of a Patient in Long-Term Care

Module 7 presents a framework for managing
patients with HIV in long term care. It raises
issues reflecting patient’s experiences and health
care needs in living with the disease for a long
time. It examines issues impacting on the patient
in the context of their lived experience and
treatment effects. It highlights the implicatiorfs o
chronic illness on the patient, patient management
and the role of health care professionals and
carers. It provides opportunities to examine the
challenges faced by providers of care and the
implications for current models of care delivery
systems.
